FOR CRAWLING INSECTS: Cockroaches, Earwigs, Grain Mites, Sowbugs, Spiders
and Centipedes: Spray thoroughly into hiding places such as cracks, crevices, moist
areas, openings around pipes and sinks, under refrigerators, baseboards, and storage
areas. Spray directly on insects where possible.

ANTS: Spray trails, nests and points of entry. Spray on ants where possible. Repeat as
necessary.
