Spread a suitable absorbent such as clay on the slurried liquid and shovel the absorbed 
material into an open drum.  Repeat if necessary.    
Flush the area with water, while observing proper environmental precautions.  Seal drum 
and dispose of contaminated material in accordance with municipal or provincial 
recommendations.
