If in eyes: 

Hold eye open and rinse slowly and gently with water for 15–20 minutes. Remove 
contact lenses, if present, after the first 5 minutes, then continue rinsing eye. Call a 
poison control centre or doctor for treatment advice. 

Take container, label or product name and Pest Control Product Registration Number 
with you when seeking medical attention. 

TOXICOLOGICAL INFORMATION: 

This product contains PETROLEUM DISTILLATE - vomiting may cause aspiration 
pneumonia. Aspiration may occur after swallowing or vomiting and results in serious 
and sometimes delayed lung damage.
