RESISTANCE MANAGEMENT 
Cylathrin Technical Insecticide is a synthetic pyrethroid (Group 3) insecticide. Any insect population may 
contain individuals naturally resistant to Cylathrin Technical Insecticide and other Group 3 insecticides. 
The resistant individuals can dominate the insect population if these insecticides are used repeatedly. 
These resistant insects will not be controlled by Cylathrin Technical Insecticide or other Group 3 
insecticides. 
 
To delay insecticide resistance, avoid the exclusive, repeated use of Cylathrin Technical Insecticide or  
other insecticides in the synthetic pyrethroid group. Integrate other control methods (chemical, biological, 
good sanitation practices) into insect control programs whenever practical. Keep accurate records of 
insecticides used in each location.
