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This insecticide is f or use only in an autom atic aerosol dispenser (Cam  Spring Action Type), 
which releases 55 mg of insecticide every 15 minutes. The continuous use of this insecticide will 
reduce flying insect populations (flies, m osquitoes and biting m idges) within a few hours. One 
can protects an area up to 170 cubic metres for up to 30 days. 
 
USE AREAS: Attics, garages, outdoor storage buildings, crawl spaces such as in basem ent 
areas.
