DIRECTIONS FOR USE  
METASOL TK-50 AD can be added at any stage in the formulation, providing there is sufficient 
agitation to properly disperse it throughout the finished product. Levels will range from 0.04% to 
0.2% (of product by weight) depending on the application. This can only be determined by 
laboratory evaluation.  
  
PRECAUTIONS:
