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GENERAL INFORMATION:  
Hydroworxx Insecticide/Miticide Concentrate will kill all stages of aphids, spider mites and 
whiteflies; adult and nymph stages of thrips, flea beetles, mealybugs and scale insects; and spittle 
bugs, on the following plants: indoor ornamental houseplants; greenhouse and outdoor 
ornamental plants such as fuchsia and roses, and woody ornamental bushes and trees; 
greenhouse peppers; and pear trees, tomatoes, beans and herbs grown outdoors.

A fine mist is recommended to provide 
thorough coverage of all foliage, including upper and lower leaf surfaces, as well as stems 
where needed. DO NOT wet plants to the point of runoff or drip. The product may be applied to 
greenhouse peppers up to the day before harvest. Wash peppers before consuming. If 
concerned about sensitivity of unlisted plants (e.g., delicate ferns), test spray a portion of the 
plant a few days before spraying larger areas.

To kill all stages of aphids, spider mites and whitefly; spittle bugs; adult and nymph stages of 
thrips, flea beetles, mealybugs and scale insects: A fine mist is recommended to provide 
thorough coverage of all foliage, including upper and lower leaf surfaces, as well as stems 
where needed. DO NOT wet plants to the point of runoff or drip. The product may be applied to 
pear trees, tomatoes, beans and herbs up to the day before harvest. Wash listed produce 
before consuming. If concerned about sensitivity of unlisted plants (e.g., delicate ferns), test 
spray a portion of the plant a few days before spraying larger areas. Hydroworxx 
Insecticide/Miticide Concentrate may remove the glaucous (blue) bloom on evergreens such as 
blue spruce. 
 
USE LIMITATIONS: 
• DO NOT apply using stationary or handheld fogging or misting equipment. 
• DO NOT apply as a space spray. 
• DO NOT apply to any body of water. 
• DO NOT contaminate irrigation or drinking water supplies or aquatic habitats by cleaning of 

equipment or disposal of wastes.

PRECAUTIONS:
