To control varroa mite, remove honey supers before application of CheckMite+ 121 
Strips and DO NOT REPLACE UNTIL 14 DAYS AFTER THE STRIPS ARE 122 
REMOVED. Use one strip for each five combs of bees in each brood chamber 123 
(Langstroth deep frames or equivalent in other sizes). Hang the strips in separate 124
