To be used only in the manufacture of a seed treatment fungicide which is registered under the 
Pest Control Products Act. 
 
 
PRECAUTIONS 
 
PREVENT ACCESS BY UNAUTHROIZED PERSONNEL. 
 
AVOID CONTACT WITH SKIN AND EYES.  
 
Harmful if inhaled.  Avoid inhaling or breathing dust. 
 
Wear chemical resistant gloves and chemical resistant coveralls made of laminated, non-woven 
or composite fabric when handling CHARTER Bulk Seed Treatment Fungicide in a well 
ventilated area.  Wear a NIOSH approved dust filtering respirator during cleanup activities, 
when handling CHARTER Bulk Seed Treatment Fungicide or if working area is not well 
ventilated. 
 
Wash hands and exposed skin thoroughly after handling CHARTER Bulk Seed Treatment 
Fungicide. 
 
 
ENVIRONMENTAL HAZARDS 
 
DO NOT contaminate domestic or irrigation water supplies, lakes, stream, ponds or any body of 
water with the chemical or used containers.

FIRST AID

If in eyes:  Hold eye open and rinse slowly and gently with water for 15-20 minutes.  Remove 
contact lenses, if present, after the first 5 minutes, then continue rinsing eye.  Call a poison 
control centre or doctor for treatment advice.

No specific antidote.  Treat symptomatically. 
 
 
STORAGE 
 
Store in original container with the lid tightly closed, in a secure, well-ventilated area. 
 
Store in an area that is out of reach of children and animals, away from food, feed stuffs, 
fertilizers and seed. 
 
Protect from frost and freezing.  
 
 
DISPOSAL
