 Extendable wand provides greater accuracy without bending over. 
 
Roundup® Pump ‘N Go Ready-to-Use is a non selective grass and 
weed killer which controls most annual and perennial grasses, 
including lawn grasses, broadleaf weeds and brush (i.e. virtually 
anything that is green and growing).  A systemic herbicide, it is 
absorbed by the leaves and moves throughout stem and roots to 
control the entire plant. Visible symptoms of control, such as 
browning or yellowing of leaves, will occur within 1-2 days.  For 
best results, to ensure that Roundup® Pump ‘N Go Ready-to-Use 
gets down to the roots, avoid tillage or disturbing the treated 
area for 7-10 days (or as otherwise specified on the label).  This 
will ensure that the entire plant, including the root, is 
eliminated. Rain or watering two hours after application will not 
wash away effectiveness. 
NOTE:  Roundup® Pump ‘N Go Ready-to-Use has no soil activity and 
will not leach or run off to affect nearby vegetation.  Plants 
must be present to be controlled. Repeat applications will be 
required as new seedlings and vegetation emerge.

HOW TO ASSEMBLE AND USE ROUNDUP® PUMP ‘N GO READY-TO-USE: 
 
[Sprayer assembly  
Graphics 1] 

1.  CUT 
Carefully cut the two white zip ties securing the 
hose and pump handle with scissors.  Use caution 
not to cut the white hose. 

[Sprayer assembly  
Graphics 2] 

2.  CONNECT 
Unwind hose. Firmly push the connector at the end 
of the hose onto the spout on the pump, until it 
locks into place. 

[Sprayer assembly  
Graphics 3] 

3.  EXTEND WAND 
Lift sprayer wand off bottle. Push yellow button 
while pulling out on the wand nozzle tip.  Fully 
extend wand until yellow button snaps into SPRAY 
position. NOTE: White trigger will not function 
until wand is fully extended and yellow button is 
visible in the spray position. 

[Sprayer assembly  
Graphics 4] 

4.  PUMP 
Make sure handle is screwed on tightly or the 
bottle will not pressurize. Pump container 25-30 
times to pressurize bottle.  A full bottle requires 
fewer pumps than an empty bottle. Pumping to the 
higher range will provide longer spray duration.   
After pumping, push pump down and turn handle 
clockwise to lock into carrying position. NOTE: 
This bottle is designed to expand under. 

[Sprayer assembly  
Graphics 5] 

5.  SPRAY 
Aim wand.  Spray by pushing down white trigger with 
thumb.  Adjust spray pattern by rotating white 
nozzle tip up to one half rotation. Spray weeds 
until thoroughly wet. 

[Sprayer assembly  
Graphics 6] 

6.  STORE 
When finished spraying, push the yellow button and 
retract the wand until the yellow button snaps back 
into the original storage position.  Place wand 
back onto the top of the bottle in the integrated 
holster with the nozzle tip extended through the 
eyelet opening.   

[Sprayer assembly 
Graphics 7] 

7.  DEPRESSURIZE 
Push pump handle all the way down and turn pump 
handle and cap counter-clockwise to relieve 
pressure, then retighten prior to storing. 

  



REUSE AND REFILL INSTRUCTIONS:

However, heavy rainfall 
immediately after application may wash the chemical off the foliage and 
repeat treatment may be required.  Do not apply if rainfall is forecast 
for the time of application.
