FIRST AID

Take container, label or product name and Pest Control Product Registration Number with you when
seeking medical attention.

If in eyes: Hold eye open and rinse slowly and gently with water for 15—-20 minutes. Remove

contact lenses, if present, after the first 5 minutes, then continue rinsing eye. Call a poison

control centre or doctor for treatment advice.

TOXICOLOGICAL INFORMATION

Symptomatic and supportive therapy as indicated: There is no specific antidote. Symptoms are likely
to be those of central nervous system depression. Avoid respiratory depressants unless otherwise
indicated. Following ingestion, adsorbents such as activated charcoal may be of value.

For larger quantities, gastric lavage may be effective, if performed within 4 hours of ingestion.
However, the need for gastric lavage should be considered carefully, in view of the low acute oral
toxicity of this material; it may be better to observe the patient and employ general supportive
measures only.

This compound has no significant irritation properties, and is not a sensitizer.

STORAGE
Store in sealed containers in a secure, dry, ventilated area away from frost, direct sunlight and other
sources of heat and ignition.

DO NOT contaminate water, food or feed by storage.
