Fire Blight Suppression on Apples and Pears:

BlightBan C9-1 should be used in an integrated fire blight suppression program with
Streptomycin 17.

Apply BlightBan C9-1 at the rate of 370 - 500 g product per hectare in 1000 to 2000
litres of water per hectare with a maximum of three applications per crop season.
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The first application should be made at 15-20% bloom followed by a second application
at first petal fall to full bloom, and a third application at "rattail bloom for pear, or post
petal fall for apples. Ensure thorough coverage. Use the higher rate (500 g product/ha)
under high disease pressures.

Spray solution should be used within 48 hours of mixing.
Standard municipal chlorinated water does not significantly reduce efficacy.
