DIRECTIONS FOR USE: Use bait to control House mouse (Mus musculus) indoors and
outdoors within 15 metres of buildings.

If
additional units are to be used, place bait stations at 2.5 to 3.5 metre intervals. Two bait stations
may be needed at points of high mouse activity. Maintain an uninterrupted supply of fresh bait
for 15 days or until signs of mouse activity cease.
