APPLICATOR DIRECTIONS: 

1. Remove Remove applicator from side clip. 

 Unwrap hose completely. [Illustration #1] 

 Remove protective strip from battery compartment to activate 
batteries. [Illustration #2] 

2. Connect Insert plug at end of hose into [spout/knob/opening] on cap until it 
 clicks. [Flip up spout./Flip up spout until fully upright./Twist 
[spout/knob] to “ON”./Pull spout up.] [Spout must remain up while 
spraying.] [Illustration #3] 

3. Extend Flip open applicator wand until it locks into position. [Illustration #4]

2. Point applicator wand away from body. Ensure trigger lock is disengaged before 

spraying. Hold trigger for continuous spray. 
3. Thoroughly spray insect pests to wetting on all plants, including undersides of 

leaves. Repeat treatment weekly or bi-weekly if needed. 
4. Release trigger to stop spray.
