Consult a veterinarian before using on sick, 
aged, pregnant or nursing animals or animals receiving drug or other pesticide treatment. A 
veterinarian should be consulted when pest infestation continues to be a problem on the pet.

Remove one applicator from the package. 
Hold applicator tube in upright position. Pull cap off tube. 
Turn cap around and place other end of cap back on tube. 
Twist cap to break seal, then remove cap from tube. 
Part the hair on the neck at the base of the skull until the skin is visible. Place the tip of the tube on 
the skin and squeeze the tube to completely empty the contents directly on the skin. Do not get this 
product in your pet's eyes or mouth. The product is bitter tasting and salivation may occur for a short 
time if the cat licks the product immediately after treatment. Treatment at the base of the skull will 
minimize the opportunity for the cat to lick the product. Until Barrier 18 Flea Adulticide dries, keep 
pet off furniture and away from hardwood floors. 
Discard the empty tube as described in "DISPOSAL".
