Remove 
contact lenses, if present, after the first 5 minutes, then continue rinsing eye. Call a 
poison control centre or doctor for treatment advice.

TOXICOLOGICAL INFORMATION 

 
Dicamba may cause severe irritation to the eyes and irritation to the skin and mucous 
membranes. Symptoms of overexposure to dicamba may include dizziness, muscle 
weakness, loss of appetite, weight loss, vomiting, decreased heart rate, shortness of breath, 
excitement, tenseness, depression, incontinence, cyanosis, muscle spasms, exhaustion and 
loss of voice. Treat symptomatically. The physical properties of the test material precluded 
administration at high atmospheric concentrations. Not a skin irritant (DOT method). Skin 
irritation may occur when handling finely ground material. Extremely irritating and corrosive 
to the eye (FHSA).
