GENERAL | NFORVATI ON:

In the last few years, |eafmners have becone a serious problem
on commerci al greenhouse chrysant hemum crops.

The I eafm ners that we are concerned with have been identified as
Lirlonyza trifolii. The adult is a small yellow and black fly
(smaller than a fruit fly and nore active). The egg laying is
acconpl i shed by punctures nmade by the fenmale into the upper
surface of the leaf. The punctures resenble small white dots and
usual Iy can be seen easily on nost varieties. The eggs hatch in
4-7 days (depending on tenperature) into | arvae which feed

bet ween the upper and | ower |eaf surfaces, making the
characteristic mne. Larval period lasts for 4-10 days dependi ng
on the tenperature. Wen the |larvae matures, it |eaves the m ne
t hrough the upper surface of the |leaf and drops onto the bench or
ground to pupate. The period may | ast anywhere form7 to 40
days. Adults energe, nmate, eggs are deposited, and the cycle
resunes.

Si nce Afugan has been tested in Canada for a relatively short
time, it is inportant that growers determne its effect on the
many varieties grown. Although no phytotoxicity has been noted
to date, the grower should first apply the product to a few pots
or plants to determne its phytotoxic effect.

DI RECTI ONS FOR USE

Experi ence has shown that Afugan kills adult and also directly
control s the nunber of l[arvae and m nes per |eaf and per plant,
t hus reduci ng or preventing pupation.

TI M NG AND RATE OF APPLI CATI ON:

Af ugan shoul d be sprayed on a weekly basis preferably begi nning
2-3 weeks after transplantation, if nonitoring traps (yell ow
sticky boards) indicate adults are present. Sprays should be
continued for 8-9 weeks after transplanting. To reduce the
possibility of buildup or resistance, alternate sprays of Afugan
wi th ot her non-organophosphate pesticides at registered rates are
r ecomended.
