If positive, give up to 1 litre of adsorbent suspension (activated charcoal) mixed with a purgative 
(MgSO4, Na2SO4 or mannitol). Repeat administration of adsorbent suspension every 2 hrs for first 
24 hrs and every 4 hrs for the next 24 hrs, plus purgatives as required.  Maintain and monitor 
electrolyte and fluid status daily.  Consider haemodialysis or haemoperfusion, using charcoal 
column.  Delay oxygen as long as possible. 
If in eyes, treat symptomatically, using antibiotics and steroids as necessary.   
 
PRECAUTIONS 
 
KEEP OUT OF REACH OF CHILDREN AND UNAUTHORIZED PERSONNEL 
 
May be fatal if swallowed.  Keep off skin and away from children and pets.  
 
STORAGE 
 
Store in original container, away from sources of moisture.
