Shake well before using.

To control flies, gnats, mosquitoes and small flying moths :
Close doors and windows and shut off ventilating systems.  Apply
as a fog or fine mist directing the spray toward the upper
portions of the room and towards windows and other light sources
which attract these insects.  Thoroughly fill the area with mist
using 50 to 100 mL per 100 cubic meters of space.  Keep area
closed for at least 15 minutes.
