It controls a wide range of 
insects on contact and breaks down very quickly. 
 
DIRECTIONS FOR USE: Later’s Origins Rotenone Garden Dust is ready-to-use. Apply 
directly on foliage of Vegetables, Flowers, Fruit and Ornamentals, when insects appear. 
Thoroughly cover the leaves. Repeat if necessary. 
 
This container will cover approximately 80 m2 (1 kg  – 160 m2) of garden. 
 
DO NOT USE ON VEGETABLES WITHIN ONE DAY OF HARVEST. 
 
CONTROLS: Ants, Aphids, Crickets, Cabbage Worms, Caterpillars, Cutworms, Earwigs, Flea 
Beetles and Leaf Beetles. 
 
PRECAUTIONS: KEEP OUT OF REACH OF CHILDREN. Avoid inhaling dust. Wash after 
using. Avoid contamination of feed and food. 
 
ENVIRONMENTAL HAZARDS: Toxic to hogs and fish. Do not use or store near hogs. Do 
not contaminate lakes, ponds or streams. 
 
FIRST AID: If swallowed, INDUCE VOMITING. To do so, give 2 glasses of warm water to 
drink and insert finger or blunt object into mouth and touch back of victim’s throat. Contact a 
doctor or poison control centre IMMEDIATELY. Never give anything by mouth to an 
unconscious person. If in eyes, flush with water for 15 minutes and get medical attention. If on 
skin, wash with plenty of water. Take container, label or product name and PCP Reg. No. with 
you when seeking medical attention.

STORAGE: Keep product in original container. Store in a cool, dry place away, from food.
