M XING M x by adding the recommended amount of powder to the
spray tank while filling with clean water. Gentle agitation

is required during m xing and spraying.

SPRAYI NG  Spray at pressures of 200 to 300 kPa. Use nozzle
screens of 50 nesh size or larger. Keep SI MAZINE 80W m xture
wel |l agitated and spray evenly to cover the surface to be
treated. After any break in the spraying operations, agitate
t horoughly.

1. Where rates in excess of 2.25 kg/ha have been applied, do
not plant rotational crops within one year of
appl i cati on.

2. Thorough tillage, including ploughing the land flat as
opposed to setting the furrow on edge, should precede
the planting of any rotational crop.

3. Uneven, or application in excess of recomended rates of
SI MAZINE 80Wmay result in injury to succeedi ng crops.

Avoid contact with trunk and | eaves of
trees. Do not use on sandy soils with organic matter |ess
than 2% Apply post planting, pre-energent to weeds,
preferably after rain has settled the soil around the trees.
Backpack sprayer or tractor nounted boom

Tank m x with DUAL 960E.

Fruit trees (first-year/nonbearing): APPLES, APRICOT, CHERRY,
PEACH, PEAR, PLUM Apply SI MAZI NE 80W 1.25-2.5 kg/ ha pl us
DUAL 960E: 2.0-2.75 L/ha in 300 L of water/ha. Annual Grasses
and Broadl eaf Weeds. Apply once per season. Avoid contact
with trunk and | eaves of trees. Do not use on sandy soils
with organic matter less than 2% Apply post planting, pre-
enmergent to weeds, preferably after rain has settled the soi
around the trees. Backpack sprayer or tractor nounted boom
may be used for application. Late season enmerging fall

pani cum and crabgrass nay escape treatnent.

LOWBUSH BLUEBERRI ES: Apply 1.7 - 2.25 kg in 300 L of water
per ha. Plantings established one year or nore. Apply in
late fall to early spring when blueberries are dormant. One
br oadcast application per season. Use |ow rate on course
textured soil. Do not harvest within 60 days of treatnment.



LOGANBERRY: Established plantings only. Apply 4.25 - 6.75
kg/ha in 300 L of water per hectare as directed spray at base
of canes in early spring prior to new cane grow h.

RASPBERRI ES (RED): For use on established plantings only.
Apply 2.25 - 2.75 kg/ha in 300 L of water per hectare as a
directed spray at base of young shoots in early spring. Do
not get spray on young shoots.

GRAPES (Eastern Canada only): For use only for vineyards
established 3 years or nore. Broadcast 4.5 - 5.5 kg/ha in 300
L of water per hectare in fall or early spring prior to weed
energence. On light soils, use 3.25 kg/ ha.

ASPARAGUS: Established plantings only. Apply 2.75 - 4.25
kg/ha in 300 L of water per hectare, after discing in spring
prior to weed and spear enmergence and at |east 7 days before
first cutting. A second application nmay be applied after
harvest conpletion after weeds are renoved. Do not apply
during cutting season.

NURSERY CONTAI NER STOCK - Cedar, Juniper, Yew. Apply 2.80 kg
in 300 L water/ha. Apply once per season, one nonth after

pl anting. Apply prior to weed energence. |f weeds have
energed, renmove them from contai ner before application.

WOODY ORNAMENTALS AND NURSERY STOCK: Transpl ants established
one year or nore.

Note: Do not use treated areas for nursery seed beds or
cutting beds for at least 12 nonths after treatnment. |If rate
were used in excess of those recommended, due to uneven
application, a longer period should el apse before such use.

Bl RDSFOOT TREFO L: In established fields only for hay,
pasture and seed production. To prevent fall germ nating
br oadl eaf weeds, grass and | egunme seedlings.

Apply only in Septenber to Novenmber, prior to freeze up. Use
1.5 kg/ha in 300 L of water per hectare. Weds will be
controlled in the season follow ng treatnent. Do not overl ap.

May be applied in the fall of the year of seeding if the
trefoil population is at |east 55 plants per square netre and
if plants are at |east 15 cm high.

Do not graze for 30 days or cut for hay within 60 days of
application. Do not treat the sanme field with SI MAZI NE 80W
for nore than 3 consecutive years. Do not plant sugar beets
on |land treated the previous year. Do not apply paraquat
within one year after the SIMAZI NE 80W application.

SIMAZINE 80W may al so be applied during
t he week before seeding and incorporated into the soil by
discing to a depth of 3 cm

For well-established perennials use the
hi gher rate. In Eastern Canada, a fall application of the
intermediate rate will adequately control all weeds. Apply
with an efficient sprayer to obtain an even cover of the | and
to be treated. Use the higher volunes of water where old
vegetation is dense or obstructions frequent. Rainfall is
required to nove the chemcal into the root zone.

COASTAL BRI TI SH COLUMBI A:  Apply January to March to control
annual and perennial weeds.



PRAI RI ES, | NTERI OR BRI TI SH COLUMBI A AND THE LAKEHEAD AREA:
Apply August to freezeup to control perennial weeds.

ONTARI O, QUEBEC:. Apply m d- Septenmber until freeze-up, or from
spring thaw to May to control perennial weeds. Apply from
spring thaw to end of June to control annual weeds.

MARI TI MES: Apply from October to freeze-up, or from spring
thaw to end of June to control annual weeds.

When soil noisture is plentiful, spring treatnments in Eastern
Canada can be extended for a further nonth. Some weeds such
as horsetail, m | kweed and sedges nmay require nore than one
treatment to give effective control. Higher than normal doses
may be required on cinders and surfaces rich in organic
mat t er.

Note: Foam ng (due to excessive agitation) may be eli m nated
by the addition of kerosene, diesel fuel, fuel oil, or other
simlar materials at about 60 nL/100 L of spray. More may be
required in very | ow vol ume sprayi ng.
