For Eye Contact: Immediately flush eyes with large amounts of
running water for at least 15 minutes. Hold eyelids apart during
flushing to ensure rinsing of the entire surface of the eye and
lids with water. Get medical attention.

For Skin Contact: Flush all affected areas with plenty of water
for several minutes. Remove contaminated clothing and shoes.
Seek medical attention if skin irritation occurs. Wash clothing
before reuse.

If Inhaled: Remove to fresh air. Seek medical attention if
respiratory irritation occurs or if breathing becomes difficult.

Spread a suitable absorbent such as
clay on the slurried liquid and shovel the absorbed material into
an open drum. Repeat if necessary. Flush the area with water,
while observing proper environmental precautions. Seal drum and
dispose of contaminated material in accordance with municipal or
provincial recommendations.
