Renove backi ng from adhesi ve and wrap ECTI BAN* Tape around the
neck of existing identification ear tags overl apping the ends so
that they are securely sealed as shown in Figs. 1-3.

After wrapping tape around ear tag, activate it by rupturing
internal anmpules with thunb pressure to rel ease insecticide, as
shown in fig. 4.
