DIRECTIONS FOR USE:

Application of HC 107 will depend on the type of equipment to be
treated and the type and quantity of microbiological life
involved.  Initial dosage should be 3 L of HC 107 per 10,000
litres of water in the system (30 ppm of active ingredient). In
presence of algal/fungal slimes, use 6 L of HC 107 per 10,000
litres of water in the system (60 ppm of active ingredient). For
maintenance of system, add 1 L of HC 107 for each 10,000 litres
of water (10 ppm of active ingredient) for continuous feed, 1 L
to 3 L of HC 107 per 10,000 litres of system water (10 to 30 ppm
of active ingredient) once a week.

Slug additions should be made to cooling tower basin or sump, or
at an alternative point which provides good mixing.

PRECAUTIONS:  KEEP OUT OF REACH OF CHILDREN

Harmful if swallowed. Causes eye and skin irritation. Do not get
in eyes, on skin or on clothing.
