Use Maki ® Bul k Rodenticide Meal Bait for the control of Norway
rats, Roof rats and House mce in and around residential,
i ndustrial, comrercial, agricultural, and public buildings.

AREAS OF USE

Ceneral: My be used inside homes and agricul tural buildings
in areas where no feed or food is stored. Do not place bait
in areas where there is a possibility of contam nating food or
surfaces that may conme in contact with food.

Service Areas: For areas not directly related to food
processing: Use only in non-food or non-feed areas where
feed, food, packagi ng and handli ng equi pmrent are never opened
or exposed. For areas where feed or food is processed, served
or stored: In nmeat and food processing plants (processing
areas), use only when plant is not in operation. Renove or
cover all food, packaging material and utensils before placing
bait in baiting stations. Renove all baits and dead rodents
before re-use of the plant (processing areas include storage
and service).

Selection of Treatnent Areas: Place bait in |ocations where
rats and mce travel and will nost likely find and consune the
bait. Placenent along walls, in corners, by gnawed openi ngs,
in and around burrows, and in conceal ed | ocations where rats
and mce feed is desirable. Maintain a steady supply of fresh
bait. Renobve any spoiled or contam nated bait pronptly.

APPLI CATI ON DI RECTI ONS:

For Norway Rats (Rattus norvegicus) and Roof Rats (Rattus
rattus): Norway rats usually inhabit the ground floor of
structures and burrow in the ground. They will range
approximately 15 to 100 mfromtheir nesting area seeking food
and water. Roof rats, however, are excellent clinmbers and
usual ly i nfest the upper stories of structures. Hence,

special attention nust be paid to this species ability to
clinmb by placing baits in the roof rats activity area. For
both species, elimnate as nuch of the naturally occurring
food as possible and place 100 to 450 granms of bait (usually
at intervals of 5-10 m within the treatnment area. Maintain
an uninterrupted supply of fresh bait for at |east 10 days, or
until signs of rat activity cease.

For House M ce (Mius nusculus): House mce are excellent
clinmbers and will infest all floors in a structure. Mce wl
only range approxinmately 10 mfromtheir nesting area seeking
food. Elimnate as much of the naturally occurring food as
possi bl e and place at least 15 to 30 grans of bait at
intervals of 2-4 mwithin the treatnent area. |If a bait

pl acenment is not disturbed after several days, nove the

pl acenent approximately 1 neter. Sixty (60) grams of bait per
pl acement may be necessary at points of very high nouse
activity. Mintain an uninterrupted supply of fresh bait for
at | east 15 days or until signs of nobuse activity cease.

Note: Replace contam nated or spoiled bait inmediately.
