DIRECTIONS FOR USE:

Apply to cover both leaf surfaces at first sign of disease
infection or insect damage using 6-9 g per m2 for cucumbers,
eggplant and tomatoes and 12-20 g per m2 for roses,
chrysanthemums, aster, china aster, dahlia, lilac and tulip.  Use
lower rate on young plants and higher rate on mature plants. 
Repeat at intervals of 5-10 days.  Do NOT apply to edible crops
within 7 days of harvest.
