GENERAL | NSTRUCTI ONS
- - CROP USE

GROUND APPLI CATI ON: Apply 50-200 L of spray solution per hectare dependi ng
on the type of application equipnent used. Use sufficient water for even
di stribution. Spray at |ow pressures (200-275 kPa) when the weeds are
actively grow ng.

AERI AL APPLI CATION:  (including fixed and rotary wing aircraft). Apply a

m ni mum of 30 L of spray solution per hectare depending on the type of
application system being used. Use boom pressures of 235 kPa or |less. Avoid
pl aci ng nozzl es where spray will enter wing tip vortices.

To Prepare A Spray: Add half the required amount of water to the spray tank,
then the Ochento LV 96 with agitation, and finally the bal ance of the water



wi th continued agitation.

WARNI NG If preparing straight oil mxtures, do not let water get into the
product or the finished mxture. Note: This product in water fornms an
emul sion, not a solution, which tends to separate on standing. Agitate to
prevent such separation and ensure uniformty of spray m xture.

Spot Treatnent: For knapsack application of Ochento LV 96 for spot treatnent
of weeds such as thistles, mx 200 nL of product in 10 L of water. Wt al
foliage thoroughly.

Sel ective Wed Control in Small Gains: Woeds differ in their susceptibility
to Cchento LV 96 and not all types can be controlled satisfactorily in crops.
The amount of Ochento LV 96 to use will depend upon the susceptibility and
whet her the crops will tolerate this anmount. See chart.

Wheat, Barley, Rye: Spray fromthe 3-1eaf expanded stage (15 cmtall) to
just before the flag-leaf (shot-blade) stage. Sprays may be used after the
hard dough stage to control weeds which mght interfere with harvesting. To
avoid crop injury, do not treat during boot and flowering stages. Wnter
wheats and fall rye should be treated in early spring, as soon as weeds
appear and before the crop reaches the shot-bl ade stage.

Cats: Oats are nore sensitive to 2,4-D than wheat or barley, especially when
15 cmtall (3-to-6 leaf stage). |If possible, treat oats from energence to
the 3-leaf stage or fromthe 6-leaf to the flag-Ieaf stage.

Corn: Post-Enmergence: Treat with 700 ni/ha when corn plants are 15 to 20 cm
tall and nost weeds have germ nated but are still in seeding stage. Use drop
nozzles to keep spray off corn foliage. Do not cultivate until at |east 2
weeks after treatnent.

Establ i shed Grasses: Eastern Canada: For the control of yellow rocket and
ot her susceptible wi nter annual weeds, spray with 1.7 L/ha of Ochento LV 96.
Application should be nade in early fall.

Established Alfalfa and G asses: Wstern Canada: To control susceptible
perennials or winter annual, spray 800 nL to 1.5 L/ha before growth of
| egunes and grasses starts in the spring.

Rangel and, Grass Pasture and Turf: To control susceptible weeds, use 1.5 to
2.75 L/ha in enough water for coverage.

WARNI NG Do not use on | awns of creeping grasses such as bent, except for
spot spraying, or on freshly seeded turf until grass has becone well
established.

ROADSI DE AND GENERAL WEED CONTROL: For taller weed growth such as in vacant
| ots, on roadsides and al ong fence rows, sufficient spray solution should be
used to wet all foliage thoroughly. Use Cchento LV 96 at the rate of 3.75 L
per hectare. Deep-rooted perennial weeds such as bi ndweed and Canada
thistle, may require repeated applications as new grow h appears.

WOCDY PLANTS: To control 2,4-D susceptible species, spray brush up to 2.5 m
tall after foliage is well devel oped. Wen using ground application

equi pnment, mx 8 0 L of Cchenco LV 96 in 1000 L of water and spray to wet all
foliage, shoots stens and bark. Wth good grow ng conditions and high soi

noi sture, sprays nmay be used up to 2 or 3 weeks before normal frost tinme, but
sprayi ng soon after |eaves are fully open in the spring usually gives best
results. Control may be | ess effective during hot, dry weather when deep
soil noisture is deficient. For 2,4-D resistant species use TORDON* 101

When using aerial application equipnent apply 6.75 L of Cchento LV 96 in a
m ni mum of 30 L of spray solution per hectare.
