DIRECTIONS FOR USE

This concentrate is designed to be diluted with either water or
oil.  The dilution rate in water or oil is one part concentrate
to 63 parts diluent.



When diluting with water, prepare only the amount needed for
immediate use.  Holding a water dilution more than 24 hours is
not recommended.  Agitate occasionally.  For oil dilutions, a
deodorized petroleum is recommended.

Vacate premises after treatment and ventilate before reoccupying.
